Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of each Fabric D 2V2” square. Place
amarked square on a Fabric G 42" square, right sides together, aligning
raw edges at one corner. Stitch on the drawn line; trim away and discard
excess fabric (Diagram 3). Press open. Repeat on the opposite corner,
watching the orientation of the sewing line (Diagram 4). Repeat on each
corner, watching the orientation of the sewing lines (Diagram 5). Make a
total of 9 square-in-a-square units.

. Referring to the Star Block diagram, join 4 flying geese units, 1

square-in-a-square unit, and 4 Fabric F 22" squares into 3 rows. Join the
rows to make the block. Make a total of 9 Star Blocks.

. Sew a Fabric G 212" x 812" rectangle between 2 Fabric E 1%2” x 812" rectan-

gles to make a Sash Unit. Make 4.

Referring to the Quilt Diagram, join 2 Star Blocks and 1 Sash Unit to make
apieced sash. Make 4. Sew a pieced sash between 2 Fabric A squares,
turning the eagle squares as shown. Repeat. For the center row, join 2
pieced sashes with the last Star Block. Join the 3 rows.

7. Sew Fabric C 48Y2" borders to the sides
of the quilt. Sew a Fabric C 50Y2” border
to the edge of each Fabric H 50%2"
border. Sew to the top and bottom of
the quilt. Sew Fabric H 64V->" borders
to the sides. Sew a Fabric C 64Y2" border
to each Fabric B border. Sew to the top
and bottom.

8. Layer the quilt with batting and backing
and baste. Quilt in the ditch around
borders and block patches. Quilt around
the printed motifs as desired. Bind to
