2 Block Z: 162" x 162"

Fabric A
Fussy-cut (1) horse panel 192" x 192"
Fussy-cut (4) animal panels 10" x 10"

Fabric B
Fussy-cut (2) squares 10" x 10"
Fussy-cut (4) rectangles 52" x 17"

Fabric C
Fussy-cut (1) rectangle 52" x 332"
Fussy-cut (2) rectangles 52" x 232"
Fussy-cut (1) rectangle 5" x 112"

Fabric D 
Fussy-cut (2) patches 112" x 12"
Fussy-cut (2) squares 10" x 10"
Fussy-cut (2) rectangles 52" x 17"
Fussy-cut (2) rectangles 7" x 112"

Fabric E
Cut (4) rectangles 2" x 17", cut crosswise
Cut (4) rectangles 3" x 5"
Cut (8) rectangles 3" x 4"

Fabric F
Cut (2) rectangles 6" x 232", cut crosswise
Cut (4) rectangles 42" x 17"
Cut (1) rectangle 7" x 112"
Cut (2) rectangles 4" x 112"

Fabric G
Cut (4) rectangles 2" x 17", cut crosswise
Cut (4) rectangles 3" x 5"
Cut (8) rectangles 3" x 4"

Fabric H
Cut (7) strips 22" x WOF, pieced to make the following:
 2 side borders 22" x 752"
 2 top/bottom borders 22" x 602"
Cut (2) rectangles 42" x 82"

Fabric I
Cut (8) strips 22" x WOF for binding 
Cut (2) borders 22" x 232", cut crosswise
Cut (2) borders 22" x 192", cut crosswise
Cut (4) rectangles 42" x 8"

Fabric J
Cut (16) rectangles 12" x 12"
Cut (16) rectangles 12" x 10"

Backing
Cut (2) panels 34" x 87", pieced to fit quilt top 
 with overlap on all sides

Cu�ing Directions
Note: Read assembly directions 
before cutting patches. All mea-
surements are cut sizes and 
include 4" seam allowances. 
Borders are cut the exact lengths 
required plus 4" seam allowances. 
WOF designates the width of 
fabric from selvedge to selvedge 
(approximately 42" wide).

Printed panels with captivating animals, 
striking trees in silhouette, and stripes 
reminiscent of birch trees and icicles are 
blended to make this captivating wall 
quilt. It is just the perfect size to snuggle 
under on a cold winter’s night. The piecing 
is straightforward and easy.

Fabric Requirements
  Yardage Fabric
Fabric A blocks 1 panel (q yard) 8516-C
Fabric B setting 1 yard 8517-B
Fabric C setting w yard 8517-C
Fabric D setting 1 yard 8517-W
Fabric E blocks s yard 8518-B
Fabric F setting w yard 8518-C
*Fabric G blocks s  yard 8518-W
Fabric H border w  yard 8519-B
Fabric I set, binding 1 yard 8519-C
Fabric J set, blocks 1 yard 8519-L
*Backing   5  yards 8518-W
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Making the Quilt
1. Referring to the Block X diagram, sew Fabric J strips 

to each Fabric A 10" square. Make 4 X Blocks. 

2.  Referring to the Block Y diagram, sew Fabric J strips 
to each Fabric B 10" square. Sew a Fabric G 3" x 5" 
rectangle between 2 Fabric E 3" x 4" patches. Sew to 
the side of the block. Repeat on the opposite side. Sew 
17" Fabric E strips to the top and bottom. Make 2 Y 
Blocks. 

3.  Make 4 Z blocks using Fabric D 10" squares. Note that 
the Fabric G and E patches reverse position in these 
blocks. Make 2 Z blocks. 

4.  Refer to the Quilt Diagram for the following steps. 
Patches and blocks are joined into 5 horizontal rows. 
Sew rectangles together in the order shown to make 
pieced units for each row. Once all the parts are made, 
join the blocks and pieced units into rows. Then join 
the rows. 

5.  Join long Fabric H borders to the sides of the quilt. 
Join shorter borders to the top and bottom. 

Finishing the Quilt  
6.  Layer the quilt with batting and backing and baste. 

Quilt in the ditch around borders and block patches. 
Quilt around the printed motifs in the patches. Bind 
to finish the quilt.
