16. Sew (1) 2” x 60 ¥%” Fabric G strip to each side of the
quilt top. Sew (1) 2” x 51 4” Fabric G strip to the top
and to the bottom of the quilt top.

17. Sew (1) 4 4” x 63 ¥»” Fabric H strip to each side of
the quilt top. Sew (1) 4 15” x 59 \5” Fabric H strip to
the top and to the bottom of the quilt top.
