(1) Unit 38 to make the top row. Sew 
(1) Unit 39 to the left side of (1) 
Unit 40 to make the bottom row. Sew 
together the (2) rows lengthwise 
to make (1) 6 ½” Unit 53 square 
(Diagram 62). Repeat to make (3) 
Unit 53 squares total.

Repeat Step 3 and refer to Diagrams 63-65 
for component identification, placement and 
orientation to make (3) Unit 54 squares, (3) Unit 55 
squares and (3) Unit 56 squares.

Place (1) 3 ½” Fabric B square on the left side of 
(1) 3 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric E strip, right sides together 
(Diagram 66). Sew across the diagonal of the square 
from the upper right corner to the lower left corner 
(Diagram 66). Flip open the triangle formed and 
press. Trim away the excess fabric from behind the 
triangle, leaving a ¼” seam allowance (Diagram 67).

Place (1) 3 ½” Fabric A square on the right side of 
the 3 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric E strip, right sides together 
(Diagram 68). Sew across the diagonal of the square 
from the upper left corner to the lower right corner 
(Diagram 68). Flip open the triangle formed and 
press. Trim away the excess fabric from behind the 
triangle, leaving a ¼” seam allowance to make (1) 
Unit 57 strip (Diagram 69).

Repeat Steps 26-27 to make (3) Unit 57 strips total.

Repeat Steps 26-27 and refer to Diagrams 70-84 for 
fabric identification, placement, seam direction and 
orientation to make (3) of each unit strip for Unit 58 
through Unit 72. Note: There will be (48) total unit 
strips for Unit 57 through Unit 72.
